Dear Parent/Carer
I am writing to re-emphasise and clarify the school rules regarding school uniform. 
We are now entering the period of the year where the weather is progressively worsening. Therefore, students need to wear protective clothing to keep them warm and dry. I am pleased to report that the majority of our students are wearing the correct school coat and tank top to keep them warm and dry.
However, since returning after half term an increasing number of students are choosing to wear items of clothing that are not school uniform, i.e. a variety of jumpers, hooded tops and outdoor coats. I wish to remind parents that only items of school uniform can be worn to and from school and on site. No jumpers, other than the tank top, are acceptable - the school coat is also the only one acceptable if the student wishes to wear an outdoor coat. 
All students have been reminded of such and with effect from Monday 5 November, any item of clothing that is not school uniform will sadly have to be confiscated. 
Can I please ask all parents to ensure that their sons and daughters do not leave for school with incorrect clothing, and therefore help us to maintain the very good appearance of our students and prevent needless and unwanted action to confiscate clothing.

Finally, may I thank all parents for recent feedback with regard to the style of the coat for girls and I am presently in discussion with local suppliers to source a more flattering design for next September.
